TRANSPORT / TRAVEL

READING BRIDGES

We reported in our Winter Newsletter that Reading Bridge was undergoing major repairs. The Council
announced at the start of the works that complete closure would be necessary towards the end of the
project. That closure will begin on May 18th to run for a maximum of 2 weeks, including weekends. Up-

RAIL DISRUPTION

At Easter, between Friday 3rd and Monday 6th April, and on Sunday 12 April the railway will be closed
and no trains will run between Hayes & Harlington and Didcot Parkway. All services via Reading will be
disrupted. First Great Western will be altering their usual service and trains will be diverted and an
amended timetable will operate on all routes to / from London Paddington. There will be extensive
replacement bus services in the Thames Valley.

THIRD THAMES BRIDGE

Wokingham and Reading Borough Councils, along with Oxfordshire County Council and South
Oxfordshire District Council have pledged £250,000 for a detailed traffic modelling plan to look at traffic
on both sides of the proposed bridge in detail.

NEWS IN BRIEF

REPLACEMENT TREE PLANTING

ARCHAEOLOGICAL FINDS
In December South Oxfordshire Archaeological Group published a report detailing the remains of a
Bronze Age burial barrow discovered in Emmer Green recreation ground. We have a copy of their official
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report, which you may see at our AGM. SOAG are keen at least to get the Council to list the site, so that
it may be protected, and EGRA is looking into ways to help achieve that.

BUGS BOTTOM ACTION GROUP DONATION

In February EGRA received an unexpected, but very welcome windfall of £500.

After over 25 years Bugs Bottom Action Group is closing, with the recently formed Save Bugs Bottom
group taking over the role. The remaining BBAG funds have been split between the following groups:
